CHAPTER |
GENERAL
Short title and commencement.

1. (1) These Regulations may be called the Insolveary Bankruptcy Board of India (Insolvency Profesais)
Regulations, 2016.

(2) These Regulations shall come into force dhI26vember, 2016.
Definitions.

CHAPTER Il
INSOLVENCY EXAMINATIONS

(1) The Board shall, either on its own or througleaignated agency, conduct a ‘National Insolvexgmination’
in such a manner and at such frequency, as mapduified, to test the knowledge and practical slofl individuals
in the areas of insolvency, bankruptcy and alligjexcts.

(2) The Board shall, either on its own or througtiesignated agency, conduct a ‘Limited Insolvenggr&ination’
to test the knowledge and application of knowledbendividuals in the areas of insolvency, bankoypand allied
subjects.

(3) The syllabus, format and frequency of the ‘liedi Insolvency Examination’, including qualifyinganks, shall
be published on the website of the Board at leastroonth before the examination.

CHAPTER Il
REGISTRATION OF INSOLVENCY PROFESSIONALS

Eligibility.

4.

No individual shall be eligible to be registeredaasinsolvency professional if he-
(a) is a minor;
(b) is not a person resident in India;

(c) does not have the qualification and experienceiipeédn Regulation 5 or Regulation 9, as the camsgy
be;

(d) has been convicted by any competent court for dancé punishable with imprisonment for a term
exceeding six months or for an offence involvingratdurpitude, and a period of five years has tapsed
from the date of expiry of the sentence:

Provided that if a person has been convicted of any offeand sentenced in respect thereof to

imprisonment for a period of seven years or moeestrall not be eligible to be registered;
(e) heis an undischarged insolvent, or has applidettadjudicated as an insolvent;
(f) he has been declared to be of unsound mind; or
(g9) heis not a fit and proper person;

Explanation: For determining whether an individual is fit andper under these Regulations, the Board may

take account of any consideration as it deemmfituding but not limited to the following criteria
(i) integrity, reputation and character,
(i) absence of convictions and restraint orders, and
(i) competence, including financial solvency and nettiu

Qualifications and experience.

Subject to the other provisions of these Regulatian individual shall be eligible for registratjgihe-
(a) has passed the National Insolvency Examination;

(b) has passed the Limited Insolvency Examination, lsaslfifteen years of experience in management; afte

he received a Bachelor's degree from a universitgtdished or recognized by law; or
(c) has passed the Limited Insolvency Examination asdtén years of experience as -

(i) a chartered accountant enrolled as a member ofhstieute of Chartered Accountants of India,
(i) acompany secretary enrolled as a member of thigutesof Company Secretaries of India,
(iii) a cost accountant enrolled as a member of theutestof Cost Accountants of India, or

(iv) an advocate enrolled with a Bar Council.
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Application for certificate of registration.

6. (1) An individual enrolled with an insolvency prefonal agency as a professional member may make an
application to the Board in Form A of the Secondettule to these Regulations, along with a non-cHbie
application fee of ten thousand rupees to the Board

(2) The Board shall acknowledge an application mauter this Regulation within seven days of iteipt

(3) The Board may require the applicant to submithin reasonable time, additional documents, imfation or
clarification that it deems fit.

(4) The Board may require the applicant to appeihin reasonable time, before the Board in personhrough his
authorised representative for clarifications regdifor processing the application.

Certificate of registration.

7. (1) If the Board is satisfied, after such inspettio inquiry as it deems necessary that the appliseeligible under
these Regulations, it may grant a certificate gfsteation to the applicant to carry on the adegtof an insolvency
professional in Form B of the Second Schedule ésé¢Regulations, within sixty days of receipt & #pplication,
excluding the time given by the Board for presaptedditional documents, information or clarificatjoor
appearing in person, as the case may be.

(2) The registration shall be subject to the cdaodg that the insolvency professional shall -

(@) at all times abide by the Code, rules, regulatiars] guidelines thereunder and the bye-laws of the
insolvency professional agency with which he isoded;

(b) atalltimes continue to satisfy the requirememtder Regulation 4;

(c) pay a fee of ten thousand rupees to the Boardydier years after the year in which the certifecés
granted,;

(d) not render services as an insolvency professiomnlaka he becomes a partner or director of an irscly
professional entity recognised by the Board undeguRation 13, if he is not a citizen of India;

(e) take prior permission of the Board for shifting tpsofessional membership from one insolvency
professional agency to another, after receiving atgection from both the concerned insolvency
professional agencies;

(f) take adequate steps for redressal of grievances;

(g) maintain records of all assignments undertakenibyunder the Code for at least three years from the
completion of such assignment;

(h) abide by the Code of Conduct specified in the Bidtedule to these Regulations; and
(i) abide by such other conditions as may be imposdtiéBoard.
Refusal to grant certificate.

8. (1) If, after considering an application made unBegulation 6, the Board is of thpeima facie opinion that the
registration ought not be granted, it shall comroate the reasons for forming such an opinion ané ¢fe
applicant an opportunity to explain why his appgiiea should be accepted, within fifteen days of theeipt of the
communication from the Board, to enable it to farfinal opinion.

(2) The communication under sub-regulation (1) Ishalmade to the applicant within forty five daysreceipt of
the application, excluding the time given by theaRb for presenting additional documents, infornatiar
clarifications, or appearing in person, as the caag be.

(3) After considering the explanation, if any, givey the applicant under sub-regulation (1), thearBoshall
communicate its decision to-

(a) accept the application, along with the cerifécof registration, or
(b) reject the application by an order, giving @asthereof,
within thirty days of receipt of the explanation.
Registration for a limited period.

9. (1) Notwithstanding any of the provisions of Regiaa 5, an individual shall be eligible to be regied for a
limited period as an insolvency professional if he-

(a) has been ‘in practice’ for fifteen years as-

(i) a chartered accountant enrolled as a member dhstieute of Chartered Accountants of India,
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(i) a company secretary enrolled as a member of gigute of Company Secretaries of India,
(iii) a cost accountant enrolled as a member of theuresbf Cost Accountants of India, or
(iv) an advocate enrolled with a Bar Council; and

(b) submits an application for registration in Form Atbe Second Schedule to these Regulations to the
insolvency professional agency with which he isolad on or before $1December, 2016 along with a
non-refundable application fee of five thousandeegp which shall be collected by such insolvency
professional agency on behalf of the Board.

(2) The insolvency professional agency shall subbonibe Board the fee collected and the detaitb@fapplications
received under sub-regulation (1)(b).

(3) An individual referred to sub-regulation (1)afihbe registered for a limited period upon subinissof the
details and fee to the Board under sub-regula@ynvihich shall be valid for a period of six monfnem the date
of such submission.

(4) An insolvency professional registered under-mdulation (3) shall not undertake any assignnmentan
insolvency professional after the expiry of hisisegtion:

Provided that he may complete the pending assignments wadartbefore the expiry of his registration, and his
registration shall be deemed to be valid for timsted purpose.

CHAPTER IV
TEMPORARY SURRENDER AND DISCIPLINARY PROCEEDINGS

Temporary surrender.

10. (1) An insolvency professional agency shall infatme Board if any of its professional members haspiararily

surrendered his certificate of membership or ravities certificate of membership after temporaryresoder, not
later than seven days from approval of the apptingor temporary surrender or revival, as the casg be.

(2) The Board shall take note of the informatioceiged under sub-regulation (1).

Disciplinary proceedings.

11. (1) Based on the findings of an inspection or itigasion, or on material otherwise available onorel; if the Board

is of theprima facie opinion that sufficient cause exists to take actiparmissible under section 220, it shall issue a
show-cause notice to the insolvency professional.

(2) The show-cause notice shall be in writing, ahdll state-
(a) the provisions of the Code under which it has desned;
(b) the details of the alleged facts;
(c) the details of the evidence in support of the altefacts;

(d) the provisions of the Code, rules, regulations guidelines thereunder allegedly violated, or thexnes in
which the public interest is allegedly affected;

(e) the actions or directions that the Board proposdake or issue if the allegations are established;
(f) the manner in which the insolvency professionakguired to respond to the show-cause notice;
(g) consequences of failure to respond to the showecaotice; and

(h) procedure to be followed for disposal of the shause notice.

(3) The show-cause notice shall enclose copiesafimients relied upon and extracts of relevant gastirom the
report of investigation or inspection, or otheramts.

(4) A show-cause notice issued shall be serveth@insolvency professional in the following manner-

(a) by sending it to the insolvency professional, &t @lddress provided by him or provided by the insady
professional agency with which he is enrolled réygistered post with acknowledgement due; or

(b) by an appropriate electronic means to the emailessdof the insolvency professional, provided by br
provided by the insolvency professional agency wittich he is enrolled.

(5) The Board shall constitute a Disciplinary Cortteg for disposal of the show-cause notice.

(6) The Disciplinary Committee shall endeavour igpdse of the show-cause notice within a periodioimonths
of the assignment.
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(7) The Disciplinary Committee shall dispose of thewtoause notice assigned under sub-regulation (5 by
reasoned order in adherence to principles of nijustice, and after considering the submissiohany, made by
the insolvency professional, the relevant matdaiets and circumstances, and the material on record

(8) The order disposing of a show-cause notice mayigedior-
(a) no action;
(b) warning;
(c) any of the actions under section 220(2) to (4); or
(d) a reference to the Board to take any action ureteian 220(5).

(9) The order passed under sub-regulation (7) slealbecome effective until thirty days have elapgem the date
of issue of the order unless the Disciplinary Cotteni states otherwise in the order along with #ason for the
same.

(10) The order passed under sub-regulation (7) bleaksued to the insolvency professional, wittopy issued to
the insolvency professional agency with which herisolled immediately, and be published on the \tels the
Board.

CHAPTER V
RECOGNITION OF INSOLVENCY PROFESSIONAL ENTITIES

Recognition of Insolvency Professional Entities.

12. (1) A limited liability partnership, a registerednmership firm or a company may be recognisechadasolvency
professional entity if-

(a) a majority of the partners of the limited liabilipartnership or registered partnership firm arésteged as
insolvency professionals; or

(b) a majority of the whole-time directors of the compare registered as insolvency professionals,
as the case may be.

(2) A person eligible under sub-regulation (1) miamake an application for recognition as an insolyenc
professional entity to the Board in Form C of tlee@d Schedule to these Regulations.

13. (1) If the Board is satisfied, after such inspettiw inquiry as it deems necessary that the applisaeligible under
these Regulations, it may grant a certificate @ognition as an insolvency professional entity orrf D of the
Second Schedule to these Regulations.

(2) The recognition shall be subject to the coondgithat the insolvency professional entity shall-
(a) at all times continue to satisfy the requirememisar Regulation 12;

(b) inform the Board, within seven days, when an inspby professional ceases to be its director onpgrt
as the case may be,

(c) inform the Board, within seven days, when an insoby professional joins as its director or partasr,
the case may be, and

(d) abide by such other conditions as may be specified.

(3) An insolvency professional entity shall be jorand severally liable for all acts or omissiarfsits partners or
directors as insolvency professionals committedndusuch partnership or directorship.

14. Where the Board is of the opinion that sufficieatise exists for de-recognition of an insolvencygssional entity,
it may do so by passing a reasoned order.

Independence and impartiality.

5. An insolvency professional must maintain completdependence in his professional relationships dmdild
conduct the insolvency resolution, liquidation @nkruptcy process, as the case may be, indepeofiexternal
influences.

6. In cases where the insolvency professional is dgaliith assets of a debtor during liquidation onlaptcy
process, he must ensure that he or his relativeaotidknowingly acquire any such assets, whethezctiyr or
indirectly unless it is shown that there was no ampent of objectivity, independence or impartialih the
liquidation or bankruptcy process and the approfiéhe Board has been obtained in the matter.

7. An insolvency professional shall not take up arigggsent under the Code if he, any of his relatiasy of the
partners or directors of the insolvency profesdiamdity of which he is a partner or director, detinsolvency
professional entity of which he is a partner oedior is not independent, in terms of the Regulstielated to the
processes under the Code, in relation to the catpqrerson/ debtor and its related parties.

8. An insolvency professional shall disclose the exise of any pecuniary or personal relationship \aitly of the
stakeholders entitled to distribution under sedi&3 or 178 of the Code, and the concerned compgretson/
debtor as soon as he becomes aware of it, by makidgclaration of the same to the applicant, cotemibf
creditors, and the person proposing appointmerdppkcable.

9. An insolvency professional shall not influence tlexision or the work of the committee of creditorsdebtor, or
other stakeholders under the Code, so as to makeradue or unlawful gains for himself or his rethgarties, or
cause any undue preference for any other personsnfiue or unlawful gains and shall not adopt diegal or
improper means to achieve amgla fide objectives.

Professional competence.

10. An insolvency professional must maintain and upgrhis professional knowledge and skills to rendenpetent
professional service.

Representation of correct facts and correcting migaprehensions.

11. An insolvency professional must inform such personder the Code as may be required, of a misappseire or
wrongful consideration of a fact of which he becsragvare, as soon as may be practicable.

12. An insolvency professional must not conceal anyemialtinformation or knowingly make a misleadingtetment to
the Board, the Adjudicating Authority or any sta@kter, as applicable.

Timeliness.

13. An insolvency professional must adhere to the tlmets prescribed in the Code and the rules, retgpia and
guidelines thereunder for insolvency resolutioguidation or bankruptcy process, as the case mawaruk must
carefully plan his actions, and promptly commutecaith all stakeholders involved for the timelycharge of his
duties.

14. An insolvency professional must not act witlala fide or be negligent while performing his functions ahdies
under the Code.

Information management.

15. An insolvency professional must make efforts toue@ghat all communication to the stakeholders,thérein the
form of notices, reports, updates, directions, larifications, is made well in advance and in a manwhich is
simple, clear, and easily understood by the rentpie

16. An insolvency professional must ensure that he taaia written contemporaneous records for any dacigken,
the reasons for taking the decision, and the inftion and evidence in support of such decisions Hiall be
maintained so as to sufficiently enable a reas@npbison to take a view on the appropriatenessafdatisions and
actions.

17. An insolvency professional must not make any pevammunication with any of the stakeholders untegsiired
by the Code, rules, regulations and guidelinestineder, or orders of the Adjudicating Authority.

18. An insolvency professional must appear, co-opesate be available for inspections and investigaticensied out
by the Board, any person authorised by the Boatteomsolvency professional agency with whichdenrolled.
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19. An insolvency professional must provide all infotina and records as may be required by the Boarther
insolvency professional agency with which he isoded.

20. An insolvency professional must be available anaviglie information for any periodic study, reseaesid audit
conducted by the Board.

Confidentiality.

21. An insolvency professional must ensure that comtfiddity of the information relating to the insolvey resolution
process, liquidation or bankruptcy process, ascige may be, is maintained at all times. HoweVes, ghall not
prevent him from disclosing any information witletbonsent of the relevant parties or required by la

Occupation, employability and restrictions.

22. An insolvency professional must refrain from acogptoo many assignments, if he is unlikely to bkedo devote
adequate time to each of his assignments.

23. An insolvency professional must not engage in ampleyment, except when he has temporarily surrestiéis
certificate of membership with the insolvency pesienal agency with which he is registered.

24. An insolvency professional must not conduct busingkich in the opinion of the Board is inconsisterith the
reputation of the profession.

Remuneration and costs.

26. An insolvency professional shall not accept any ferecharges other than those which are disclasadd approved
by the persons fixing his remuneration.

27. An insolvency professional shall disclose all castgards the insolvency resolution process cofgidation costs,
or costs of the bankruptcy process, as applicablal] relevant stakeholders, and must endeavoensaore that such
costs are not unreasonable.

Gifts and hospitality.

28. An insolvency professional, or his relative must aocept gifts or hospitality which undermines ffieets his
independence as an insolvency professional.

29. An insolvency professional shall not offer giftshaspitality or a financial or any other advantéme public servant
or any other person, intending to obtain or retadmk for himself, or to obtain or retain an advaygan the conduct
of profession for himself.
